● Support and understand the needs of the children, young people and adults with learning

disabilities in accordance to their care plans
● Assist where applicable with all types of personal care sensitively and providing dignity at all

times
● To administer medication in accordance with Kangaroos procedures
● To support (when trained) the health needs of the children, young people and adults as

needed such as epilepsy, diabetes and tube feeding
● Assist the children, young people and adults with decision making and encouraging

involvement to empower them.
● To learn and use a range of communication methods to engage with the children, young

people and adults
● Ensure a positive, inclusive culture which is underpinned by our organisational values
● To work compliantly adhering to Kangaroos policies and procedures
● To follow risk assessments and care plans to ensure the safety of the children, young people

and adults, as well as the staff and volunteers at Kangaroos
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● To work both on a one to one basis with a child, young person or adult, and as part of a
team

● To support the children, young people and adults engage in a wide range of activities and
trips

● Report where necessary any concerns/incidents regarding a member to the Delivery
Manager

● Communicates effectively and in a timely manner with the Delivery Manager

Monitoring and Evaluation

● Support with case studies in a timely manner, as required by the Delivery Manager for
monitoring and evaluation purposes

Other

● Participate in training as required
● Undertake other tasks as are deemed reasonable to the role including supporting various

different clubs
● Receive supervision from the Delivery Manager
